Pieces of cloth sewn together to produce a pattern, usually in the form of a block. These may be pieced
by hand or machine.

Construction using more than one technique, which could include piecing, appliqué, embroidery; by
hand or machine, or surface design like stenciling, painting, computer graphics, or whole cloth.
